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|. Introduction

The Learning Achievement Coalition — Oakland (LAC-0) is collaboration between the twenty-eight school
districts in Oakland County, Oakland Schools, Oakland University, and the University of Michigan. The
coalition is dedicated to improving academic achievement for all students while eliminating
achievement gaps wherever they exist, especially for students of color, students from poverty, and non-
traditional learners, by improving access to high quality curricula, effective instruction, and engaging
learning environments.

The collaboration began in 2007 and strives to use regional and local data to increase awareness of
disparities in achievement between student groups and to collectively focus resources of students,
parents, educators, and community together to attend to its goals.

In service of its purpose and goals, the LAC-O steering committee has developed a pair of surveys — for
students and teachers —to assess levels of student engagement and related factors across the county.
This report provides details of these surveys.

Survey Structure: Strand Areas
Both the student and teacher surveys assess six strand areas of classroom and school climate:

1) Fair and Clear Practice$eacher practices in support of student learning, including teacher
communication on expectations and feedback on assignments.

2) Caring Environment and Expectatioff@acher emotional support of students in academic and
non-academic areas.

3) Cultural RelevanceRepresentation and respect for race, ethnicity, and culture in educational
materials, discussions, and classroom displays.

4) Respectful Interaction and Prid®&lutual respect between teachers and students; pride and self-
respect.

5) Engagement and Encouragemefeacher and student practices that support academic
engagement and learning.

6) Behavior StandarcdsSafe and orderly classroom environment.
